It was reported that following representation from the Havenstreet and Wootton Bridge Community Bus Joint Management Committee, and the two Parish Councils, the IOWC had agreed to vary its proposed changes. The new route would still include Folly Lane and East Cowes, but Newport had largely been deleted. There would be three, possibly four loops. The changes would take place on 8th April. There was still a big need for more voluntary drivers.  
It was agreed that as the route had been extended, the other Parish Councils on the route should be given the opportunity to join the Joint Management Committee.
