75/21/22	Apologies
Apologies were received from Cllr Hattersley and Cllr Gauntlett, and IWC Cllr C Mosdell.  Members wished Cllr Hattersley a speedy recovery.

76/21/22	Declarations of interest
Cllr S Lyons was also involved with Community Association, and Cllr B Blezzard was also a Parish Councillor in Newchurch, member of NALC, SERCAF, HIOWLGA and noted that his partner was no longer  involved in HCA, Cllr M Lyons member of IWALC and LAF. There were no other declarations in addition to those previously disclosed on declaration forms.

77/21/22	Minutes    
Members unanimously agreed, subject to minute 79/21/22 and confirmation of £500 payment to HCA in respect of the Platinum Jubilee Celebration in June 2022, the minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 15 February 2022 and the chairman signed them as a true and accurate record. 

78/21/22	Parishioners Correspondence
The clerk reported on correspondence regarding abandoned vehicle.


79/21/22	Chairman’s Report
The Chairman noted that the abandoned vehicle in Main Road had been removed, and thanked Island Roads. The Chairman also noted that the HCA were planning a Jubilee event for Saturday 4 June 2022, with Cream Tea during the day and BBQ in the evening, with more details to follow.

Members noted that the Rights of Way Officer would be invited to May Meeting, and a briefing with Resilience Officer would be sought before May Meeting.
		

80/21/22	Members Questions
Members noted that the Parish supported action to secure IWALC’s effort to restore an Island Road Traffic Unit to address increase in incidents and delays in response times.
81/21/22	Policing Items
Members noted item, and the clerk would circulate reports as received.

82/21/22	IW Councillors Report
Cllr Mosdell sent apologies and any updates will be circulated before next meeting.

83/21/22	Other Reports
a/ HCA – Members noted no recent meeting, but plans were in hand for Jubilee events, with rewritten policy documents sent to Charity Commission.
b/ IWALC – Cllr Blezzard noted 1% increase in NALC fees, and IWALC charge remained unchanged.  A meeting regarding Affordable Housing was being arranged at the Riverside Centre for February 24, and there were regular meetings with IWC Cabinet members.  Members also noted discussions on the Levelling Up White Paper and the National Lobby Day.
c/ LAF – Cllr M Lyons updated on discussions with IW Cllr Paul Fuller and he ha been invited to next meeting of Parish Council to discuss local Transport and the difficulties residents face when trying to access nearby towns and amenities.

84/21/22	Ashey
Cllr K Hull updated members issues regarding the padlock to the gate, with the need for sharing of the code with railway and other agencies. Members noted the issues of the Private Road and need for signage, and the increased volume of traffic, especially at peak times during the day, as a result of the ongoing roadworks at Smallbrook.

85/21/22 	Planning
Members noted the withdrawal of the application at the Hare and Hounds, and also noted the provisions of the Lawful Development Certificate and works at Upton Farm, and members agreed not to comment.

86/21/22	Correspondence
The Clerk updated members on correspondence since previous meeting.

87/21/22	Clerk’s Report
The Clerk’s report was covered by items earlier in the agenda. 

88/21/22	Finance
a/ Members noted the recently circulated finance report and bank reconciliation for end of January 2022.
b/ Members approved the draft Budget for 2022-23, and the clerk apologised for the format due to IT issues, and this would be updated, with comparison to previous year.  Members noted that there would be increased cost pressures, that would need to be monitored during the forthcoming year, but that keeping the rate at £33.24 would generate precept income of £12,182 with a transfer of funds from reserves achieving a balanced budget for 2022-23.  All members unanimously approved the budget.
c/ Members unanimously approved the precept as £33.24 for2022-23.
d/ Members noted a need to close the Bus account and share £10 with Wootton, pending clarification of need to maintain the account.
